Alexandre Giroux was signed after playing with the Oklahoma City Barons in 2010-’11 and being named a first team AHL All-Star. Giroux helped lead the Hershey Bears to back to back Calder Cup Championships with 60 goals in 2008-’09 and 50 goals in 2009-’10. In 2009 Giroux received the 
Les Cunningham Award as the AHL’s 
Most Valuable Player. 

Cody Bass joins the organization having won the Calder Cup with the Binghamton Senators last season. In 2011 he was presented with the Yanick Dupre Memorial Award as the AHL’s Man of the Year. 

Martin St. Pierre returns to the AHL this season after playing in Europe last year. St. Pierre was named to the AHL All-Rookie team in 2006 and has been selected to appear in two AHL All-Star games. He has scored over 100 goals in the AHL. 

Other acquisitions include Goaltender Curtis Sanford (Hap Holmes Memorial Award – 2010),  Forward Andrew Joudrey (Two Time Calder Cup Champion with Hershey), Center Ryan Russell (Hamilton Bulldogs),  and Winger Dane Byers who set an AHL record last season for most regular season games played (84).
